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BEAR IS A THROW BACK TO THE EARLY DAYS AT PADS, AN SPCA RESCUE -- A 

DOG WITH AN OVERSIZED, ILL-MATCHED ASSORTMENT OF ñTOOò LONG  

BODY, LEGS TOO SHORT AND HAIRY AS ALL GET OUT -- IS  

A THING OF THE PAST.   

In January 1996, while at a commercial fishing show in the PNE, I noticed a dog with a 

yellow cape emblazoned with Pacific Assistance Dogs.  Having visited my sister who 

lived in Leamington Spa in UK, which is a big centre for guide dogs, I was curious 

enough to get the number from the directory and call them.  The person answering the 

phone was most helpful and suggested that he could drop by sometime.  This seemed a 

strange response to a casual enquiry, but I gave him our address.  A gentleman called Ron 

arrived shortly thereafter and Susan and I chatted with him.  After a while he suggested 

that we could actually meet one of the dogs.  He then produced from his van an enormous 

70 pound, 7 month old mutt, who, after sniffing around the garden and ignoring entreaties 

to ñbetter go nowò came into the house and checked it out thoroughly also.  After doing that, 

he curled up at Susanôs feet and rolled over for a tummy rub.  This was just the first 

intimation of his amazing ability to read people as she was immediately won over.  Before I 

knew what was happening we had become puppy-raisers.   

 

A few days later, with Bear on Susanôs lap, crushing her to death and crying because he had just been neutered, we brought him home to 

live with us. 

 

The reaction at BCIT to a service dog attending classes (and everything else) was not positive.  I had to tell them that this was information 

and not a request for permission and that the he would be with me as of next Monday.  Anyway, of course he fast became a favourite of 

everybody.  It sure makes you humble when the dog gets a happy ñGood morning, Bearò from one and all and the animal on the other end 

of the leash is totally ignored.  Amongst other feats while at school, Bear distinguished himself on stage at 

Convocation by accompanying bagpipe music with howling and becoming probably the first and only dog to 

do jury duty in the Supreme Court of British Columbia.  If you would expect that a person attending a jury 

panel selection with a 100 lb dog would be a cinch to be rejected, you would be wrong: Bear and I were the 

first and second chosen.  He did not actually get a vote, but he was mentioned by the judge in the court record 

as a 13th jury member.  

 

When Bear went into advanced training he was immediately the alpha and became the ñpolicemanò stopping 

other dogs from mixing it up and generally tolerating no nonsense on his beat.  His mix of Shepherd smarts, 

Lab eagerness to go along and get along plus the attention and training from Ron helped him romp through 

training and, after graduating in 1997, he was placed in Calgary with Randy Arndt. 

 

After 3 years with Bear, Randy encountered health issues which meant that the dog would not be used 

properly.  He generously informed PADS and Bear went back for team training, re-graduation and placement

with Robert Raven in Kelowna.  During his years of service, we were able to keep in touch with Bear  

through contacts and visits with his recipients.   

 

After over 10 years of work, Bear could no longer meet the physical demands of the job.  Because Robertôs family could not 

accommodate him, Ron asked us if we would like to take him on for his retirement.  Bear settled right into his superannuation.  He 

immediately forgot most of his commands and resorted to giving surreptitious licks to people he liked: something that had been drilled out 

of him long ago.  Despite his obvious physical deterioration he was up for long walks and enjoying life for nearly a year.  In June this year 

his back end started to rapidly fail: Metacam, hydrotherapy and laser treatments became part of his life.  Unfortunately, nothing could 

reverse the inexorable advance of his old age and spinal deterioration.  Finally, he could no longer stand and a convulsive episode 

convinced us that the end was here. 

 

Bear is a throw back to the early days at PADS.  His like will never be seen again, at least in the full service dog area.  In 1996, PADS 

budget was about 10% of todayôs level ï a real shoestring - and in addition to a few dogs from breeder donations, PADS took dogs from 

wherever and whenever they could get them: in Bearôs case the SPCA.  To increase the success ratio from 20% to 50%, the breeding 

program is essential.  An ill-matched assortment like Bear (very large, body too long, legs too short and hairy as all get out) is a thing of 

the past.  He was definitely not a designer model but what an incredible dog: intelligent, affectionate, loyal and determined to give of his 

best in any and all situations. 

 

During the interim from seeing Bear going into advanced training and getting him back for retirement we puppy raised four other dogs 

and had maybe another 25+/- different animals through the house for as little as a few days to a couple of months.  They are all very 

memorable but Bear is a standout.  All dog people reckon that their animal is a star (and they are absolutely correct).  Bear touched many 

lives and had a huge positive impact on them all, not the least on the writerôs.  Thank you, Bear, we will never forget you.
